Q: I know that watts, amps
and volts are electrical
terms — but what are they
specifically?

A. Watts and kilowatts (1,000
watts) are units of electricity.
Watts are similar to horsepower.
Your home’s electric meter
measures the kilowatts used
over time in kilowatt-hours.
Utility bills are based on kilo-
watt-hours consumed. The typ-
ical customer uses about 1,000
kilowatt-hours per month.

Amperes, commonly referred
to as amps, measure electrical
current — the movement of
electrons through a conductor
such as wiring in your home.
Home wiring usually carries
about 15-50 amps. Fuses and
circuit breakers are rated in
amps. It’s important not to
overload a circuit operating
too many appliances.

Voltage is comparable to pres-
sure in a hose - it’s the force
that moves electricity through
wires. Electricity travels long
distances at a high voltage.
Transformers change elec-
tricity to a level suitable for
residential use. Most home
wiring is 110-220 volts.

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Delmarva Power Commits to Wind Power

Given the environmental challenges we face as well as the ever-rising price
of fossil fuels, Delmarva Power recognizes the need to invest in clean, reli-
able and affordable wind power. And we have.

Most recently, Delmarva Power signed four long-term contracts with both on-
and off-shore wind developers to serve our Delaware customers. These agree-
ments will help Delmarva Power reach the state goal for 20 percent of its
energy supply to come from clean, renewable sources by 2019.

Here’s a snapshot of our wind commitments:

Signed 25-year agreement to buy up to 200 megawatts from a wind farm
located off Delaware’s coast. This wind facility will be built by Bluewater
Wind Delaware. The monthly impact to residential customers would be
less than $3.

Signed 15-year agreement to buy up to 70 megawatts from a wind farm
located on land in Pennsylvania. This wind facility will be built by
Arlington, Va.-based AES Corporation. The monthly impact to residential
customers would be less than $1.

Signed two, 20-year agreements to buy up to 100 megawatts from a wind
farm located on land in Maryland. This wind facility will be built by
Annapolis,Md.-based Synergics Wind Energy. The monthly impact to resi-
dential customers would be less than $1.

While much controversy surrounded Delmarva Power’s desire for wind power
that was in the best interest of its customers, we believe the end solution is the
right one for all our Delaware customers.

Here’s why:

We wanted to keep rates low so we fought to reduce the size of the off-
shore project and spread the costs across our entire Delaware customer
base and lower the price.

We wanted to minimize the risk for our customers so we sought multiple
contracts for wind power — located both on land as well as offshore.

We wanted to start using clean energy early, so we now have land-based
wind farms likely to deliver as early as 2009.

We wanted to support economic development and job growth in Delaware,
so we reached an agreement with Bluewater Wind.

Delmarva Power is extremely pleased with the end result — a true win-win for
Delaware, the environment and, most importantly, our customers.
